Study Guide (Exam #3)

Hello all:  here is the study guide you put together, which I think contains a lot of extremely useful ideas/questions.  I will build on them in creating the exam.  However, you should also refer to Strayer’s opening reflections on Part 3 and be prepared to engage with material presented in lectures.  His “Big Picture” questions at the end of each chapter are also extremely useful.
Remember that in the essays, I will ask “how,” “why,” or “to what extent” questions:  I will expect to see a clear thesis (although/actually/because as a model, though you do NOT have to express it exactly that way). I will also want to see specific evidence backing up your claims.

Final tip:  on the essays, push yourself to make your argument thematic rather than topical.  For example:  in response to a question about the Mongols’ impact on Eurasian history, try to set up your essay in terms of ideas (geographic, political, economic impact, for example) rather than region (influence on China, Persia, Russia).  While the latter approach is ok, it tends to yield more description than analysis.
