Put a conch shell up to your ear, and you can hear a marvelous symphony of sounds. Why are these sounds in the conch shell?
a) They are left from the past sounds of ocean and wind, and have been trapped inside the windings of the shell.
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b) Sound originating from biological processes within the skull cannot escape and is reflected back into the ear canal. The shape of the shell has no influence on what kind of sound it is.
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c) Selected Sounds originating in the ambient air or through contact with the head bones and skin are enhanced by the shape of the shell, and become audible.
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
